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"Complex Dynamics of Newton's Methods"

We analyze the dynamics of various generalizations of Newton's method for finding the
complex roots of a function. For example, we show that the dynamics of the relaxed Newton's
method for finding double roots of a cubic is conjugate to some well-known dynamics, and that
this method should not be used.
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
